SCHOOL VISIT

Local parish councillor and farmer Colin Rayner gave a talk to Wraysbury First School on Tuesday 14 October 2003 to the junior assembly on this year’s harvest and being a farmer in the Thames Valley.  Colin spoke for 10 minutes and then took questions from the children.  

The children showed great interest and enthusiasm on the subject and their questions were of a high standard.  Colin felt the talk was a great success and was pleased to be able to impart his knowledge and experience of farming to the younger generation. 

The Rayner family has been farming in Colnbrook on the same land since the 16th century.  In 1945, the family purchased Berkyn Manor Farm and manor house in Horton together with the 60 acres of land (the site of Berkyn Manor was also the home to the famous poet Milton and his parents from 1632 to 1638).  In 1954, the company J. Rayner & Sons Ltd. was founded from the original farming partnership.  The family now farms over 2500 acres in the Thames Valley area.
