Fly Tipping at Wildlife Heritage Site in Slough

Land farmed by local farmers, J. Rayner & Sons Ltd., and owned by the BRP Residuary Ltd. at Hollow Hill Lane, Langley has been subject to vast amounts of fly tipping during the past month.  A fence made with 4” x 4” rails and 12” x 12” posts was cut through with a chain saw allowing access to the Wildlife Heritage Site where over 25 tonnes of household waste was dumped.

J. Rayner & Sons Ltd., Slough Borough Council and the landowner are working hard together to clear the site and put in place measures to minimise future fly tipping.  Colin Rayner, Director of J. Rayner & Sons Ltd. reported “It is a great shame to see this pocket of countryside decimated with rubbish.  Unfortunately this is not an uncommon sight these days however we hope to stamp it out wherever we can.”
