Fly tippers strike again at Sutton Court Farm, Langley at the weekend when a gate was smashed open and 10 tonnes of wood waste was left in the gateway.  Farmers J. Rayner & Sons Ltd. were left with no option but to remove this waste from their land and spent three hours clearing the area before taking the waste to Biffa Landfill Site at Colnbrook at a tipping cost of £300.00 + VAT.    

Also the same weekend the gates at Manor Farm, Horton were once again smashed open and a load of car tyres were dumped in the field.  Again, these had to be removed and were taken to a licensed landfill site at the expense of the farmer.
