Bad weather caused harvest havoc last week during harvesting at Berkyn Manor Farm due to heavy rains and hailstones!

Unfortunately, over £2000 worth of crops on the Horton Farm were beaten down by heavy rain.  A director of J Rayner & Sons Ltd reported that it woke him up early on Thursday morning and when he arrived on site, several acres of damaged crops were beaten down by rain causing thousands of pounds of damage. 

On Saturday, the weather had dried up enough to get out the combine harvesters again in order to try and rescue the crops but at 12pm as the combines entered the final field, a hail storm hit Horton and the combines and fields were covered in white hail stones.

Colin Rayner reported that he had never experience such poor weather at the beginning of harvest, in the middle of July but looking on the bright side, at least we do not have field fires, as we did last year when the weather was extremely hot and dry!

Harvesting will commence again next week.
