Planning Applications For Berkyn Manor 
Re:  Application Nos 05/00230 and 05/00233
After the Planning Meeting at The Guildhall in Windsor yesterday, the above two applications were refused by a small majority of the planning panel, despite no letters of objection from the villagers of Horton.
The Rayner family have decided to take a time of quiet reflection and prayer before making any further decisions as to the future of Berkyn Manor Farm and its fine Victorian buildings.

After five years of hard work and in excess of £200,000 spent on planning applications and discussions with the Royal Borough of Windsor & Maidenhead, we have now decided the restoration of these buildings has reached a dead end.  Over the next few months we will be consulting the whole family and our planning and legal teams who are all totally exhausted and drained by the whole process.
The Rayner family has been farming in Horton and Colnbrook since 1654.  We would like to thank all the residents of Horton who have supported all our applications with letters and phone calls.  Obviously Councillors who do not live in the village of Horton know what is best for our community, not the residents of Horton.

It is a very sad day for history in the village of Horton, as the Victorian buildings may have deteriorated so much during the last five years that it may no longer be economical to restore them to their former glory.
